TABLE FONT SIZE
If the default font inside a table is set to 11 pt rather than 12 pt, select the desired text and change the font size manually. You could also ignore the slight font size difference as it does not affect scoring in any way and the table appearance is only slightly different as you can see in these two examples—the first table has Calibri 12 inside Rows 2-6 and the second table has Calibri 11.  
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To reset the font size permanently, follow these steps very carefully. (If these steps are not followed exactly, Word issues will result):
1. Close all instances of Word either inside or outside of GDP, then open Word outside of GDP.
2. In Word, from the Insert tab, Tables group, click the Table button and create a 1x1 table from the drop-down table grid.
3. While inside the table cell, from Table Tools, Layout tab, Table group, click the Select button, Select Table.
4. With the table still selected, click the Home tab; then click the Font Dialog Box Launcher.
5. From the Font dialog box, Font tab, Size box, change the font to 12 and click the Default button. Answer Yes to this prompt: “You are about to change the default font to (Default) +Body, 12 pt. Do you want this change to affect all new documents based on the NORMAL template.” 
6. From the Home tab, Styles group, click the Change Styles button; from the drop-down menu, click Style Set, Save as Quick Style Set. 
7. From the Save Quick Style Set dialog box, click in the File name box, type Word 2003 (be extremely careful to type the correct file name), and click Save. If you are prompted to replace the existing Word 2003.dotx file, click Yes. 
8. Close Word without saving the document.
9. Open GDP, click File, Go to Word Processor, and create a table. The font should now default to 12 point.
