Ten-Key Numeric Keypad Tips, by Scot Ober
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Students access the Ten-Key Numeric Keypad drills from the Skillbuilding menu.
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On the second attempt, this user typed 171 digits per minute (DPM), it took her 70 seconds to type the 50 three-digit numbers, and she made 1 error, which is displayed in red.
DPM is calculated just like WPM; that is, the typist gets credit for pressing the Space Bar (or the Enter key for digital typing). 
For example, the screen shot above contains 50 three-digit numbers. For all but the last number, the typist types the 3-digit number and then presses Enter. Thus, a student who types the entire passage gets credit for typing 199 key​strokes: 49 numbers X 4 strokes each (the 3 digits plus pressing Enter) + 1 number X 3 strokes (the 3 digits only). 

In Attempt 2 above, the speed of 171 DPM was calculated this way: 
· 199 keystrokes typed / the 70 seconds it took to type them = 2.84 keystrokes typed per second; 
· 2.843 keystrokes typed per second X 60 seconds = 171 DPM.
